PENNSYLVANIA, ORDINANCE NO. 7 -0 ¢ : AN ORDINANCE
ADOPTING AND SETTING A SCHEDULE OF ATTORNEY FEES TO BE
COLLECTED IN CONNECTION WITH THE COLLECTION OF DELINQUENT
MUNICIPAL ACCOUNTS PURSUANT TO ACT NO. 1 OF 1996

The Board of Supervisors of Saville Township, Perry County,
Pennsylvania, enacts and ordains as follows:

SECTION 1

The following fees shall be charged by the Solicitor for the Ickesburg
Village Municipal Authority for the services indicated, and liened against
properties and paid by delinquent account holders in connection with delinquent
and overdue accounts owed to the lckesburg Village Municipal Authority for
municipal services, including but not limited to sewer, water and solid waste
disposal service charges: a) Open file, review the account and forward a demand
letter - $90.00; b) File a Municipal Lien together with a second letter and any
supporting correspondence, as required - $150.00; c¢) Prepare and file a Preacipe
for Scire Facias, together with any supporting correspondence, as required -
$100.00; d) Prepare and file a Default Judgment, together with any supporting
correspondence, as required - $90.00; e) Prepare and file Amended Liens
together with supporting correspondence - $100.00 (each amended lien); f)
Prepare and file a Writ of Execution for Sheriff's Sale - $500.00; g) Prepare and
file Praecipe to Satisfy - $50.00 plus filing fees; h) Miscellaneous letters and
telephone calls to mortgage holders, title companies and others regarding payoff
figures; checking records to obtain mortgage information; settlement letters and
documents necessary to remove liens; preparation of proofs of claim for
bankruptcy — these services will be billed at the regular hourly rates charged by
the Ickesburg Village Municipal Authority Solicitor for other legal services
provided to the Ickesburg Village Municipal Authority.

SECTION 2

SEVERABILITY — The provisions of this Ordinance are severable. If any
sentence, clause, or section of this Ordinance is for any reason found to be
unconstitutional, illegal, or invalid, such unconstitutionality, illegality, or invalidity
shall not affect or impair any of the remaining provisions, sentences, clauses, or
sections of this Ordinance. it is hereby declared to be the intent of the Board of
Supervisors of Saville Township that this Ordinance would have been adopted
had such unconstitutional, illegal, or invalid sentence, clause, or section not been
included herein.

SECTION 3

EFFECTIVE DATE -~ This Ordinance shall become effective five (5) days
after enactment.



SECTION 4

REPEALS - All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with this
Ordinance are hereby repealed in so far as they may be inconsistent herewith.
